


THE COMBINED KOREAN-US VETERANS’(KORUS) ASSOCIATION (CKVA) is an incorporated voluntary
association of Korean, US, and other interested nationals, of all arts, professions, and pursuits,
dedicated to the defense and security of the REPUBLIC OF KOREA (ROK) as provided in the Ceasefire of
1953; the maintenance of the KOREA-US SECURITY ALLIANCE AND TREATY OF 1953, and all the
developing manifestations of such Treaty; the conclusion of a Peace Treaty as provided for in the
Ceasefire of 1953; the denuclearization of the Korean Peninsula, subject to enactment of enforceable
continuing verification procedures; satisfactory accounting for all unaccounted for members of the US
and ROK armed forces who became missing due to hostile actions on the Korean Peninsula and
related air and sea regions thereof; and, after the attainment of the preceding purposes, the peaceful



unification of the historic Korean peoples if attained through internationally sanctioned and
supervised preparation and voting procedures determining that such is the will of the Korean
peoples.

The concept for the CKVA resulted from mutual concerns and discussions between Major General
Park, Seh-jik, ROK Army Retired, and Chairman (COL) Louis T Dechert in 2007. The untimely death of
MG Park—former chief of the Korean Intelligence Service and the organizer of the 1988 Seoul Summer
Olympics—in 2008 slowed organizing efforts as Chairman Dechert turned the concept into reality.

Membership in the CKVA is by written application by individuals, groups, organizations, associations

and acceptance by the officers of the Association. The CKVA is a not-for-profit public interest,

information, education, and public affairs organization. However it has not petitioned any

government or bureaucracy thereof for any manner of tax-free, lobbyist or other privileged status and
has never had any intention of doing so.
